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AUDIT

     The university environment encourage academics to hold regular meetings of both the Medical and Veterinary Medical Staff of the Clinico-Pathological Departments and also inter-departmentally at the College, where various Health Problems mostly with zoonosis impact are discussed. Our Department is especially concerned with the promotion of good health, the prevention and control of outbreaks of infectious animal diseases of human importance and any problems arising, which are concerned with this area.  Staff will be assigned to carry out investigations and to research records regarding specific cases or nature of infectious diseases.  The findings will then be discussed, recommendations will be made and appropriate action taken.  We were especially concerned with outbreaks of new diseases, emerging, re-emerging and certain notifiable diseases, which may currently be causing concern to the related Governmental Authorities.  Also, suggestions are made regarding the developing of vaccines for certain diseases. In the case of infectious diseases, the appropriate authorities must be notified. That will end in appropriate hygienic precautions to protect the public and animal farmers would be put in place. Accordingly, Vaccine was developed in Iraq for Pneumonic Pasteurellosis (Mannheimiasis) (disease of sheep) using strains of bacteria locally isolated from cases suffering of the disease.  This work was supported by the Iraqi Nuclear Energy Organization.  Work on the production of the Subunit Mannheimia haemlytica vaccine was finished and proved successful on the field trial in October 1995.  An award ceremony was held at the Ministry of Higher Education and Scientific Research. Suggestions were made to evaluate the vaccines and diagnostic tests used in the protection from certain common infectious diseases such as Brucellosis in sheep, cattle and humans, Newcastle Disease in poultry and Tuberculosis in humans and animals.  Strategies were followed and through research activities carried out by scientific workers and postgraduate students certain improvements were made.

      A national project for the control and eradication of Hydatidoses was planned in Iraq. Updated Scientific measures were followed throughout.  The new proposals, which were made, were accepted by the Iraqi Governmental Authorities and new laws were passed accordingly.  We received promotion and an award from the Prime Minister in August 1988. Many national and international awards have been accredited for services in the professional, academic, national civil services and in the scope of Veterinary Medicine. 
    Through my service in Malaysia as professor in UMK I have fulfilled my Commitments as a project leader (R/SGJP/A06.00/00352A/001/2010/000032) and published two papers as an outcome results of the project objectives. I was nominated by the Vice chancellor of the UMK to participate as advisor in the field of animal production (program SEED 11) held on 11-26/7/2011 in Tempat area/Kelantan, to serve the society and people motivation in enterpruneal projects for cat fish production. Furthermore, I have assist in the morphologic diagnosis of dead animals (post-mortem) and writing a morphologic diagnostic histopathology reports for some cases of dead animals in collaborative work with the veterinary service department in the field of pathology. At school level I do participate in the programme of education to students in the secondary schools throw lecture on Education in Iraq organized by academic department in our university entitled (Some views on education in Iraq).  As far as continual development fulfillment I have attended several workshops organized by the university at the main campus of the university or outside. To maintain internalization with the academic institutions a collaborative programme with many universities in the Middle East (North part of Iraq and Gulf countries) will pursue in the near future. Currently, attempts is made to publish a book entitled (How Parasite Produce disease) looking on the mechanisms of various parasites to impose ill effect on victims using the knowledge and approach of animal models for human diseases.
