lack of computer and internet skills for some secondary education teachers, which makes them
feel very embarrassed when enrolling in electronic professional development programs. This
can be overcome by allocating training courses for teachers to enroll in before joining e-
professional development programs so that they can be provided with various skills that enable
them to deal with Computer and its various applications.
