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Abstract

All praise is due to Allah, Lord of the World, and blessings and
peace be upon the Prophet Muhammad, his family and his companions.
This scholarly paper is an investigation of the book "' The Light Spots on
Al-Jazeria Explanation' of Zine Al- Abidine Ben M uhyiddin Al-Ansari,
known as the grandson of the judge Zakeria AL Ansari who died in
V1A A H.explaining the book '"The Proficient Minutes "'which is
written by his grandfather, the judge Zakeria Al Ansari who died in
4Y1 A.H. This book is considered as one of the most important
explanations of Al —Jazeria poem of Ibn Al-Jazeri who died in AYY A.H.
This poem is regarded as one of the most significant sources of Tajweed
( quality of Holy Qur'an recitations), and from this point, the book
achieves its scientific significance.

This book has included many branches of knowledge other than
Tajweed such as recitations, language, syntax, conjugation, creed,
jurisprudence, Qur'an interpretation and others. One of the most
important features of this book is the author's familiarity with the
sources of pioneer Imams in this field and his uniqueness in quoting
from the texts of the books that were lost.

The current research has been divided into two sections. the first
section is about the study and it is subdivided into four chapters. The
first chapter deals with the definition of the Tajweed science and its
growth, beginning with the principles of Tajweed passing through the
stages of its development and concluding with the beginning of the
record of Tajweed. The second chapter is about Ibn Al —Jazeri and his
poem. The third chapter is about the judge Zakeria Al Ansari and his
book ' The Proficient Minutes "'. The fourth chapter discusses '* The
Light Spots' and its author. This chapter is divided into two parts. The
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first part deals with the author, starting with his name, lineage, birth
and his upbringing passing through his aging, students and his scientific
position and ending with the scholars praise upon him then his death.
The second part examines the book of " The Light Spots ' beginning
with the book's name and documenting its attribution to the author,
passing through the book's sources, its features, the author's method
and the description of two copies of the manuscript. It also indicates the
investigation procedure and the models of written copies and it ends
with the conclusion of the study, the most important findings and
recommendations of the study.

The second section investigates the book's text — from the
beginning of the book to the Tajweed section. This investigation is a
scientific and theoretical one. Furthermore, it takes it out on the nearest
image placed upon the author, taking into consideration the rules of
investigation adopted by the scholars of this art. Then, it follows the
investigation section with the scientific indexes, which will help to look
for any topic in the book of ""The Light Spots"'.

The most important findings:

V) "The Light Spots on Al-Jazeria Explanation' is one of the most
significant explanations concerning Al-Jazeria poem and one of
the most important and proficient sources of Tajweed, which is
indispensable to the students of the Tajweed.

Y) The author has not fulfilled his due in translation like many of
the Imams of the Holy Quran readings with the abundance of his
knowledge.
