2 — Ibn Ajeeba’s Explanation is characterized by combining literal and
allusive Explanation ,in which he was committed to the literal Explanation
first, then move to show what may the verses refer to through inspiration,
lessons, preachment in a sensitive sentence and a accurate hint.

Therefore, his explanation was coherent and consistent with the general rules

of explanation. It does not contradict with Quranic literal text, but it will
