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Abstract:
Moral hazardis one of the most important factors influencing the
reputation of banks, which are always trying to reduce it. Among these
risks are the money laundering operations that take place within banks,
which is one of the most important challenges for these institutions because
they represent risks to these institutions locally and internationally, The
technical means to assist in this type of operations, hence the need to
develop strategies and standards that have already been represented in the
international efforts to reduce and prevent money laundering operations
and Basel standards in this regard.
And as one of the principles of Shariah governing Islamic finance is based
on the fact that the profit is a valid solution, the Shari'a prohibits any
transaction that contains the illegality of the law that includes money

laundering.
